INSTRUCTIONS FOR TAKING THE TEAS EXAM PROCTORIO (at home)

ATI now has made it possible for students to take the TEAS exam proctorio at home. There are
specifications required for this exam. Please check the site for specifics.

A minimum score of 60% is required for admission into the JRSON.

You are only allowed to take the TEAS exam 3 times in a year. If you surpass this, you will have to wait a
year after you have taken the first exam in order to test again.

There is study material available on the website. There is also remediation available to you in your ATI
account if you have taken the exam and your score was below 60%.
